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The County’s newest attraction
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Prince Edward County’s roads
are famous for the way they me-
ander along the 800 kilometres
of shoreline that border Lake
Ontario, and then twist and turn
around the inland lakes that de-
fine the geography of the prov-
ince’s newest wine region. Each
year, a growing number of wine
and food connoisseurs follow the
County's Taste Trail, discovering
the rewards of savouring hand-
crafted wines, unique cheeses
and fine restaurants to be found
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along the way.

This month a new sort of treasure
map is being published — a guide
to the County’s Arts Trail, high-
lighting over twenty galleries and
artist studios that are part of the
region's extraordinary art scene.
Artists have long known that the
County was a great place to be
creative — in fact, the County now
has one of the highest “artists per
capita” rates in Canada. Now art
aficionados can see what they've
been up to.

The Arts Trail begins in Carry-
ing Place on the waterfront at the
Oeno Gallery. Here there is con-
temporary work by well-known

artists living in the region, such

as Otto Roagers, Graham Metson,
Shayne Dark and JT Winik, as
well as interesting sculpture and
paintings collected from other
parts of Canada and from around
the world. The indoor and out-
door exhibitions change every
month, and if the gallery isn’t too
busy, a viewing of work by many
other artists in the ‘back room’
can be arranged.



From there, the trail leads
through lush farmland to Wind-
swept Studio, home to landscape
painter Tess Moffatt. A little fur-
